The European Dry Grassland Group (EDGG) was founded in 

autumn 2008 as a network of dry grassland researchers and 

conservationists in Europe. 

The basic aims of the EDGG are:

to compile and to distribute information on research and conservation 

in dry grasslands beyond national borders; 

to stimulate active cooperation among dry grassland scientists (ex-

changing data, common data standards, joint projects and databases). 

The EDGG covers all aspects related to dry grasslands, in particular: 

plants - animals - fungi - microbia - soils - taxonomy - phylogeography -

ecophysiology - population biology - species' interactions - vegetation 

ecology - syntaxonomy - landscape ecology - biodiversity - land use 

history - agriculture - nature conservation - restoration - environmental 

legislation - environmental education

In 2009, EDGG became an official Working Group of the International 

Association for Vegetation Science (IAVS). We have four regional 

subgroups,  the German Arbeitsgruppe Trockenrasen, the Working 

Group on Dry Grasslands in the Nordic and Baltic Region, the 

Mediterranean Dry Grassland (Med-DG) subgroup, and the South-

East European Dry Grassland Group (SEEDGG).
